PROPER ATTIRE FOR PHYSICAL EDUCATION CLASS 
· crew neck t-shirt or sweatshirt

· athletic shorts or sweat pants

· tennis shoes that are secured properly
· Clothes should be changed at the beginning and end of class for personal hygiene and safety.

Not having the correct clothing may exclude a student from actively participating on the floor/court/field.  If there are physical assessments during the lesson, a student will miss out on those, thus impacting his/her grade.

Students in physical education are assessed using the following guidelines:
